The highlights from this 

tour come one after the 

other, including a tram 

ride to the top of the fa-

mous Gateway Arch for a 

magnificent view of St. 

Louis and the Mississippi 

River, to the famous „King 

of Beers‟ brewery situated 

on more than 100 acres 

with 70 red brick struc-

tures featuring unique ar-

chitecture, with many 

buildings designated as 

National Historic Land-

marks. 

Slots & Shops 

Tour #3 takes you to St. 

Charles, the oldest town 

on the Missouri River. 

Your guided tour will in-

clude a driving tour of 

Main Street, a nine-block 

historic district with build-

Most people living in the United States 

know the definition of what it means to be 

an American citizen. 

What some people do 

not know or under-

stand, however, is how 

fortunate they are to 

actually be an American 

citizen. Here in the 

United States, we citi-

zens are given opportu-

nities that no other 

country in the world 

has been able to pro-

vide for its people. Per-

sonally, as a woman, I 

feel that I have been 

given opportunities that 

I otherwise would have 

never even been able to 

dream about unless I was an American 

citizen.

Returned Sunday from 

Washington, DC, serving 

as an Honor Flight guard-

ian, accompa-

nying two 

WWII veter-

ans to see the 

WWII memo-

rial.  

It was quite a 

moving and 

enjoyable ex-

perience for 

both of them,

ever have the opportunity 

to make this trip, don't 

miss it. If you know any 

WWII vets, encourage 

them to consider the trip. 

There are two options: 

"The Honor Flight" which 

is totally free to the vet 

(guardians pay a small fee). 

This program flies out of 

different "hubs" 

around the coun-

try when funds 

are available. The 

Chicago hub has 

a one year wait 

and more. We 

went on the 

Lone Eagle/Solo 

program where 

you pick a week-

end that they 

offer the plan, 

fund your own way to DC 

and tour with Honor 

Flight from there. 

East of the Mississippi is a 

one-day out, tour, return; 

that makes for a 

LOOONG day for the 

vets. Lone Eagle is one, 

two or three days; your 

choice. Again, everything 

in DC is free for the vet 

but the guardian pays a 

per-day fee. 

This is a great program 

and I cannot say enough 

kind things about South-

west Airlines, Hilton hotel 

Baltimore or even the 

TSA at the airports for the 

kindness and respect that 

was shown to our veter-

ans.

On July 29th during “Fleet Week” at Los An-

geles Harbor, I had the pleasure of going 
aboard the USS Chafee, DDG-90, visiting 

from Pearl Harbor, Hawaii. 

I thought it would be fitting to transfer a 

piece of the Coral 
Sea‟s history to an 

active duty ship: A 
photograph of me es-

corting then Secretary 

of the Navy John 

Chafee from his heli-
copter after landing 

aboard Coral Sea 
while in route to Yankee Station, Vietnam, in 

November 1971. 

After the local news reported three to four 

hour wait times to get aboard, I decided to 
use some of the military know how learned 

during my career as a Chief and CMAA on 
Coral Sea. Having put on my Dress White 

chokers, (yes they still fit) I approached the 

first security type I could find and told him I 

needed to see the Command Master Chief of 
the Chafee. He got on his radio and called 

another security type and we were escorted 
to a building on the pier. There we were 

turned us over to a 
fully armed Petty Offi-

cer, MAA rating. He 
called the ship and 

within minutes a LTGJ 
met us and escorted 

the wife and me up 
the gangway.  

We were met on the 
quarter deck by the XO. After I told him 

what my mission was, he hailed CMC Paul 
King to the quarter where we exchanged 

pleasantries. On my request, he escorted us 
to the “Goat Locker” for a good cup of Navy 

Chiefs Mess coffee. Oh how good it tasted! It
