Since | have existed
in this world, there
have been some no-
table lines drawn in
the sand. When the
threat to erase
these lines swelled
to a point of total
political unrest, our
armed forces had to
be dispatched to
protect them. Asa
country we found
ourselves actively
engaged in the inva-
sion of Iraq, the Iraq
war, the Haitian re-
bellion and the war
in Somalia.

This is not unlike
the history that had
taken place before
my birth. My predecessors witnessed
death and destruction on a much larger
scale with World War |, World War |
and the Vietnam War. And yet, we have
sustained as a country. The ideology our
country was founded on has been pro-
tected. And carried from generation
through generation there is a stark reali-
zation that the liberties and freedoms |
enjoy today were the direct result of the
men and women who chose to fight in

these conflicts and wars.

And yet, it is these men and women that
become the subject of political debates
that ensure every time our country enters
into a conflict. Should we send them?
When do we pull them out? Should we
finance this political operation? How do
we finance it? Where will the money
come? What can be taxed? What should
be cut? The debates are endless.

Yet our men and
women continue to sign
up and serve as the ban-
ter between political
rivals continues. No
matter how passionate
or eloquent the spoken
viewpoints are when
debating the pro’s and
cons, the one question
that can silence them all
is “Where would we be
without the Armed
Forces?”

That question can hit a
nerve in every Ameri-
can. The underlying
fear that you could be
living differently and
perhaps not so com-
fortably, deepens the
sense of appreciation
one has for the freedom
and liberties we enjoy today. Imagine living
under dictator rule, in impoverished condi-
tions without the hope of rising out of
those conditions. Or living in fear because
of the religion you practice. Cowering in
fear and lacking education because the fact
you are a woman isn’t deemed worthy
enough.

There are a number of dissimilarities we
can make between ourselves and the coun-

tries that surround us. We were taught
during middle school and high school his-
tory classes about the effects of a dicta-
torship, how it is to live under the rule of
communism and the differences between
a socialist and anarchist form of govern-
ment. We are constantly riddled with
news reports about human right viola-
tions in other countries and other cur-
rent event stories that highlight living
conditions in other countries that seen
improbable.
